Purpose and funding

Eligibility
The 2026 SHS scholarship is open to any graduating high school senior who currently resides in Sutton,
Massachusetts. This includes students at schools other than Sutton High School, and homeschooled
students. 

Receipt of Applications
Applications may be submitted by email, or mail. The selection committee will ensure that the physical and
electronic mailboxes are checked on May 1st, following the application deadline of April 30th. 

Selection Committee
A selection committee of at least 3 (three) members of Sutton Historical Society, and including at least one
Board member, will review all the applications for the scholarship, and meet to decide which applicant is to
receive the scholarship. 

Criteria for selection
Applicants must be a resident of Sutton.

As stated in the application form, preference will be given to applicants who have undertaken community
service in Sutton and have made a meaningful contribution to the town, or who exhibits an interest in the
history of Sutton. 

Beyond this criteria, the selection committee will use the information given on the application form to make
a decision.

In the event that the selection committee cannot make a decision based on the application form and
preference criteria alone, the successful applicant will be chosen at random. 

Deadline for selection
May 22, 2026

Awarding the scholarship
Once the Selection Committee has made a decision, they will communicate this decision with the Board of
Sutton Historical Society, and will reach out to the successful applicant by email/phone and mail to inform
them of the decision. 

The successful applicant and guests will be invited to a SHS meeting to receive the award.
